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Procedure — Sirens During Exams

Summary:
1. In the case of a siren — leave the classroom and go quickly to a protected space, without the exam
form and notebook.
2. Wait in the protected space for 10 minutes.
3. Return to the exam room.
4. Call parents/loved ones or send a message to say that everything is fine and return the phone to your
bag.
5. Continue the exam according to the exam proctors’ instructions.
Additional important matters:

e The duration of the exam will be extended by 10 minutes. The end time of the exam will be
postponed according to the length of the interruption + the 10-minute extension. (Students who are
eligible for additional time will receive the extension accordingly.)

e The exam proctors will write the time that the exam has restarted and the updated end time on the
board.

e Students who decide after a siren that they do not want to continue with the exam may return to the
exam room after the siren, write on the exam notebook: "examination cancelled due to siren" and
sign their name, the students will submit the exam and the exam notebook to the proctors as usual
and leave the exam premises. Such an exam will not be reviewed. This exam session will not be
counted as one of the 2 sessions allowed for a student. According to the procedure published for the
Spring 2023-2024 exams - students who do not take the Moed B now will be able to take the exam
on the regular date in the next semester in which the course is given.

This document was prepared in case of sirens during the exam period at the Technion for the 2022-2023
Spring and Summer semester exams. It is being distributed again in preparation for the resumption of the
2023-2024 Spring semester exam period in October 2024.

Preparation

It is the responsibility of the faculties — prior to the exam period, to ensure that there is signage throughout
the building and directions to the protected spaces. The Security and Emergency Unit can be consulted on
this matter. In each exam room, a sign will be placed in a visible area with instructions for evacuating to a
protected space.

It is the responsibility of the Exams Unit — prior to each exam, the floor supervisor will brief the exam
proctors about the protected spaces that are adjacent to the exam classrooms.

It is the responsibility of each examinee to read the instructions and ensure that the evacuation route to the
protected area is clear to them. If any questions arise, students should contact the exam proctors or course
staff before the exam begins.

Examinees who anticipate difficulty in evacuating to the protected area are asked to inform the proctors or
course stuff before the exam begins and communicate their concerns.



In Case of a Siren

If there is a siren, exit the classroom immediately and go quickly to the nearest protected space or
shelter.

When leaving the exam room for the protected space or shelter, do not take the exam form or
notebook. Please leave them on the tables — they will remain there for your return.

After receiving confirmation to exit the protected areas (according to the Home Front Command
instructions, you must wait 10 minutes in the protected area), students should return immediately to
the classroom and their seats.

After Returning to the Classroom

Students will be allowed to call their loved ones on their cell phones or send a message to let them
know that everyone is okay. The conversation should be brief.

Students must return their cell phones to their bags immediately after the call.

The duration of the exam will be extended by 10 minutes. The end time of the exam will be
postponed according to the length of the interruption + the 10-minute extension.

Upon returning to the classroom, the course instructor, or in their absence, the exam proctor in
charge, will instruct the other proctors regarding the time to restart the exam and the duration of the
additional time.

The time for resuming the exam will be written on the board, along with the new end time.
Students who are eligible for additional time will receive the standard time extension accordingly
(example below). No further time extensions will be granted.

Upon returning to the classroom and resuming the exam, students will be allowed to leave for the
restroom for a period of half an hour from the time the exam resumes, even if it would normally be
prohibited during that period of the exam.

Exam Cycle After a Cycle with a Siren

Typically, there are 3 exam cycles per day. If necessary, the start time of the subsequent exam cycles on the
same day will be delayed based on the end time of the cycle during which the siren occurred.

Example of Time Extension Adjustment:

The exam begins at 9:00am.

At 10:15am, there is a siren, and students exit to the protected area.

At 10:30am, students return to the classroom. The course staff allows 5 minutes for students to call
home and refresh.

At 10:35am, the exam resumes. The end time of the exam will be pushed back by 30 minutes (20
minutes interruption + 10 minutes extension). The exam will end at 12:30pm instead of 12:00pm.
Students with extended time are entitled to a 25% time extension — the total exam duration is 3 hours
and 10 minutes, so 25% of that is 47.5 minutes. Therefore, students with extended time will finish
the exam at 1:18pm (13:18).

The afternoon exam cycle will begin at 1:30pm (13:30) instead of 1:00pm (13:00), and the evening
exam cycle will begin at 5:30pm (17:30) instead of 5:00pm (17:00).
