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Dear Students,

Like you, we are awaiting the end of the war and the Home Front Command’s approval to return
to routine. As is known, classes will begin on Sunday, April 12, 2026. The mode of instruction —
whether in-person or online — will be determined according to Home Front Command guidelines.
A final announcement will be issued by Thursday afternoon, April 9, 2026.

This update provides additional details following the plan published on March 24, 2026,
regarding the spring semester and the completion of the postponed winter semester exams. We
hope that this clarification will considerably reduce uncertainty, especially for those awaiting their
exams.

Postponed Exam Dates

Below are several clarifications regarding exam planning. All details remain subject to Home
Front Command approval for holding exams on campus.

Please note: students who do not intend to take the rescheduled Moed B exams (or Moed A
exams from March 1, 2026) will effectively be on break during the designated exam-completion
days throughout the semester. If you do not plan to take Moed B exams, you may stop reading
here.

1. The updated exam schedule will be published no later than five calendar days before the
start of the exam period.

2. Exams will only be scheduled on the same day if they were originally planned for
the same day. The new schedule will ensure that no new exam conflicts are created
between exams that did not originally overlap. Please note that the order of days may
change, as the postponed period is slightly longer than the designated exam period, and
we will not be able to fully replicate the original schedule.

3. We plan to hold all postponed Moed A exams on Friday, April 24, 2026.

4. Most postponed Moed B exams will take place during designated exam days, that is,
full days devoted exclusively to exams. For this purpose, we will allocate up to two
weeks. Exams are planned to begin on Monday, April 27, 2026, and continue for two
consecutive weeks until Sunday, May 10, 2026 (inclusive). The remaining exams will be
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scheduled alongside regular teaching, starting May 11, 2026, in the afternoons and on
Fridays. The plan is to complete all exams by May 19, 2026, before the eve of Shavuot.

Teaching staff are requested not to set assignment deadlines during the designated
exam period, as well as three days before and three days after this period.

As previously announced, students who do not take the postponed Moed B exam will be
eligible to take the next regular exam (either Moed A or Moed B — one of them — in the
next semester where the course is offered). If the faculty offers an earlier alternative
exam date, students will take that instead of the next regular exam. In any case,
students may take only one of the offered options (Moed B, an alternative date, or the
next regular exam if no alternative is offered).

We remind you that there is no need to register for Moed B exams.

After the completion of Moed B exams, alternative dates and reserve-duty (miluim) exam
dates will be scheduled. Details regarding exam dates, times, and locations will be
published on the Undergraduate Studies website. A detailed announcement will be sent
in due course. Please note: this information will not appear in the MISCAL (SAP)
system.

Due to necessary adjustments in teaching and exam completion, course staff may
update the syllabus and grading scheme until April 20, 2026.

We encourage you to make use of office hours and review sessions offered before the exams.
We strongly recommend avoiding postponing exams—the workload next semester will already
be substantial. Now is the time to begin preparing for Moed B exams if you have not already
done so. For office hours or review sessions, please check the course website.

Exam Accommodations

Students with approved exam accommodations must bring their accommodation
approval with them.

Students taking exams on a computer must follow the instructions on the website and in
their approval.

Students requiring special accommodations (separate room, reader, transcription, etc.)
are requested to contact Ortal Menash at ortal.menash@technion.ac.il, including:  full
name ¢ ID number * accommodation approval ¢ course number ¢ new exam date.
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e Students serving in reserve duty have received a letter indicating their classification
(Group 2 or 3) for exam accommodations. Please bring this document to the exam.

Reqistration for Spring C

Some students are unsure whether to register for a course in the spring semester that they took
in the winter semester but for which they do not yet know the outcome (since Moed A or B has
not yet taken place). In such cases, you should register for the course during the regular
add/drop period. At the end of the semester, students will be able to cancel registration for a
spring course if it was already completed in the Winter Semester 2025/26.

Registration for Graduate School

Students who were accepted to graduate studies for the present academic year (or students
who were accepted to studies in parallel with their bachelor's degree studies) with the
"conditional" status and are required to present a certificate of eligibility for a bachelor's degree,
but are unable to do so due to the postponement of the Moed B exams, have already received a
postponement of presenting the certificate until May 31, 2026. Students who received a letter of
"Approval in Principle for the Scholarship" from the school have their scholarship already
approved. Later on, we will publish a solution for those who will be eligible for a late Moed B, and
who will need an additional delay in submitting the certificate of eligibility.
