Subject: Opening of the Spring Semester 2025-2026

Dear Students,

Today we begin the Spring Semester of the 2025-2026 academic year. A ceasefire with Iran has
come into effect; however, the northern region remains under fire and is currently under Defense
Level 2 (Yellow). Accordingly, we are opening the semester in an online format and hope to
return to on-campus activity as soon as possible, subject to approval by the Home Front
Command. We wish you a successful semester, good health, and a sense of safety for you and
your loved ones, along with meaningful and enjoyable learning, including the unique social
experiences that characterize the Spring semester at the Technion.

To the students beginning their studies at the Technion today — welcome, and best of luck!

Regarding the transition from online to on-campus learning — as announced by the Technion
administration, once approval is granted to resume on-campus activity, a two-day notice will be
given, after which we will transition from online to in-person instruction. To facilitate preparations,
on the day preceding the return to campus there will be no attendance requirement for classes
held online. Once in-person instruction resumes, decisions regarding attendance requirements
will, as always, be at the discretion of the teaching staff.

Operation “Roaring Lion” led to the postponement of the final day of Moed A exams and all
Moed B exams. As a result, we are required to complete the missing exams in parallel with the
progress of the Spring semester. We have structured the semester schedule so that the period
from its start (today) until the beginning of the Moed A exam period will span 14 weeks, including
12 weeks of teaching and two weeks dedicated to completing exams, during which no classes
will be held. Please refer here to a Q&A page regarding this framework. With the current
two-week ceasefire window, we are working to hold the remaining Moed A exams from the
Winter semester within this period, and accordingly, exam dates have been brought forward
relative to the original plan. We recognize the challenges posed by these changes and the need
to adapt within a short timeframe; however, we believe that making use of this window of
opportunity to advance the outstanding exams is both necessary and beneficial, enabling you to
progress properly in the semester and, for some of you, to complete your studies.

We would also like to take this opportunity, on behalf of the Undergraduate and Graduate
Schools, to thank the student representatives and faculty administrations for their continuous
and productive collaboration in planning the semester and updating plans in response to
changing conditions. We believe that the current plan provides a balanced framework —
supporting the need to cope with the present situation while fulfilling our mission and
responsibility as a leading academic institution in Israel: to educate outstanding engineers and
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scientists who will lead the country and society toward progress and resilience, which nowadays
seems more important than ever.

We once again wish all of us a successful semester. We hope that before long, we will be able to
return to a stable and quiet academic routine and focus fully on learning and progress in the
Spring semester. To those called up for military service — we thank you wholeheartedly for your
tremendous contribution to the security of the country and to our own safety, and we wish you a
safe service and a swift and complete return.
