Dear Teaching Staff,

Several days after issuing the previous outline, we would like to revisit the complex situation we are
currently facing, provide an update on the plans going forward, and attempt to reduce some of the
uncertainty. We hope that you are in good health and feeling as safe as possible. To those of you currently
serving in the reserves, we extend our heartfelt appreciation and support, and wish you a safe service and a
swift and full return.

As you know, Operation “Lion’s Roar” began on the opening day of the Winter Semester 2025/26 Moed B
examination period. Due to the continued operation and the resulting delay in examinations, we are
updating the Spring Semester academic calendar: the Spring Semester examination period will be
postponed by two weeks. This adjustment will allow the integration of the postponed exams during the
semester.

We would also like to reiterate our encouragement to teaching staff to hold online sessions even before
the beginning of the semester, in order to review material ahead of Moed B exams, and to provide
reinforcement, support for those who need it, and ongoing guidance.

Below is the updated outline:

1. As determined in the outline dated March 10, 2026, the Spring Semester will begin on Sunday,
April 12, 2026. The semester will open either on campus or online, in accordance with Home
Front Command directives. An announcement regarding the mode of instruction (on-campus or
online) will be issued no later than Thursday afternoon, April 9, 2026.

2. Following the opening of the Spring Semester and the return to on-campus activity, and subject to
Home Front Command directives, the postponed Winter Semester 2025/26 exams will be
scheduled in two ways:

o In parallel with regular classes (evening slots and Fridays).
o On designated examination days.

3. An update regarding the resumption of exams will be provided at least five calendar days in
advance.

4. Students who choose not to take the exams in the above-mentioned periods will be entitled to take
the exam at the next regular offering of the course (either Moed A or Moed B—one of them). If
an earlier alternative exam date is offered by the faculty, students will take the exam then rather
than in the next regular offering.

5. The Spring Semester 2025/26 will include 12 weeks of instruction only. Two additional weeks
will be dedicated to Winter Semester examinations. The timing of these exam periods will be
determined in accordance with Home Front Command directives.
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6. Moed A exams for the Spring Semester will begin on Sunday, July 26, 2026 (instead of the
original date of July 13, 2026).

7. Moed B exams for the Spring Semester will take place in parallel with the Summer Semester
2025/26 and will conclude on Wednesday, September 9, 2026 (instead of the original date of
August 28, 2026).

8. There will be no changes to the dates of the Summer Semester 2025/26.

9. Following the publication of the detailed plan for the Winter Semester 2025/26 and the Spring
Semester 2025/26, guidelines will be issued regarding midterm exams. Instructors are requested
to publish additional grading schemes that address the possibility that midterms may not
take place.

10. If an assignment submission deadline falls in a week during which a student has an exam, the
deadline will be postponed by one week. In addition, attendance in Spring Semester courses will
not be required on days when a Winter Semester exam takes place.

11. Students who are missing prerequisites for courses they are enrolled in due to the postponement
of Winter Semester exams will be allowed to attend those courses, provided they remain eligible
for an additional exam attempt.

12. Course instructors may propose alternative assessment in place of a postponed Moed B, subject to
approval by the Dean of Undergraduate Studies and in consultation with the Faculty Dean.
